Babergh District Council have already given permission for an additional 550 houses
(numbers in green).

The draft Joint Local Plan states that a further 1,650 homes could be accommodated in
the parish, this includes a site with a nominal 1,000 homes opposite the Millennium
Green.

Overall a growth rate of 262%.

It is recognised that there is a national need for new homes — our parish is not exempt from
this and we cannot and should not stop development. But we can influence the location,
size & type of any new development in the parish so that we: —

a) maintain the rural nature of the parish

b) stop the parish merging with Ipswich & neighbouring villages

c) maintain the general character and layout of the village;

d) try to meet the needs of local people; and

e) minimize the adverse impact on local infrastructure, facilities and other assets.
