Town and Country Planning Act 1990 - To vary Condition 2 (Approved Plans and Documents) Amendments to Plots 1 and 2. Geest House, Hadleigh Road, Sproughton, Ipswich Suffolk IP2 0DH

Tree-lined streets complies with the NPPF (para 131) and we suggest that poplars be planted as these provide good high screening and are typical to this area.
