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TRANSPORT COMMITTEE TERMS OF REFERENCE.

1) PURPOSE
a) The purpose and scope of Sproughton Parish Council Transport Committees (hereinafter referred to as the Committee) is the movement of vehicles and people in an efficient, safe and acceptable manner in our Parish Community.
b) To identify and manage projects relevant to its scope and purpose. These may be practical projects and investigations.
c) The Committee may also produce Reports, traffic consultation responses and recommendations to the extent of its scope and purpose.
d) To engage with traffic, highway and public right of way bodies as a Transport Committee to the extent of its scope and purpose.
e) To create Transport Sub Committees to undertake delegated tasks relevant to its scope and purpose. 


2) PRINCIPLES 
a) Members of the Committee will participate in the committee process democratically, transparently and fairly, giving equal consideration to all opinions and ideas from member of the committee, its sub-committees or community. 
b) No part of these Terms of Reference will override statutory legislation or the policies or procedures of Sproughton Parish Council (hereafter referred to as SPC).
c) These terms of reference will endure for the Council year but may be amended by SPC.


3) MEMBERSHIP.
a) SPC may form a Transport Committee consisting of a minimum of three members the majority of which shall be SPC councilors.
b) The Members of the Committee will be decided at the Annual Parish Meeting or at an Ordinary or Extraordinary Council meeting and endure for the Council Year unless amended by SPC.
c) Non-Councillor members elected by SPC may have voting rights and time limits on membership set by SPC as they consider appropriate. 
d) The Committee will be allowed to elect their own Chair and Vice Chair. 
e) References to Chair in these Terms of Reference apply to Vice Chair in the absence of the Chair.


4) MEETINGS
a) The committee will meet as and when necessary, as agreed by the Committee Members or as required by the Committee Chair or the Parish Council. This includes engaging with consultants and public bodies 
b) SPC Standing Orders prescribes requirements for calling and recording committee meetings.
c) Three Members are required for the Committee to be quorate.
d) Meetings will normally be in the Barley Room at the Sproughton Tithe Barn and normally open to the public subject to section 3 of Standing Orders. 

5) DELEGATED POWERS.
a) The Transport Committee will have management and administrative authority to undertake matters as set out in section 1 of these Terms of Reference. 
b) This extends to obtaining quotes and any related service, goods or equipment. but excludes making any financial commitment.
c) All Financial matters must be referred to SPC & Parish Clerk for approval and/or payment.
d) The Committee or its members are not authorized to make representations in the name of Sproughton Parish Council unless the representations have been agreed and minuted as agreed by SPC in an Annual, Ordinary or Extraordinary meeting. The committee may however make representations of what their recommendations or reports will recommend to the Parish Council. 

6) SPROUGHTON PARISH COUNCIL STANDING ORDERS:
a) The Sproughton Parish Council Standing Orders are the written rules of the Parish Council and apply in every respect that they relate to any Committee. Where there is any conflict between these terms of reference and the Standing Orders the Standing Orders shall apply.


7) SPROUGHTON PARISH COUNCIL FINANCIAL REGULATIONS:
a) The Sproughton Parish Council Financial Regulations are the written financial rules of the Parish Council and apply in every respect that they relate to any Committee. Where there is any conflict between these terms of reference and the Financial Regulations the Financial Regulations shall apply
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
