Funding - To enquire if there is any funding that can be sourced to help with mitigation costs.
Leaflet Drop - Updating residents, and also to advise of a ‘report traffic issues month’, requesting that information is written and forwarded to traffic committee regarding incidents to build up a better picture of the current status of traffic problems.
MP and County/District Councillor support -To make contact with them to see what support they can offer.
